Dear Fellow Lions, 

     I would like to provide you with an update on LCIFôs response to the 

recent hurricanes. 

     This summer there were a great number of hurricanes throughout the 

Caribbean and U.S. Gulf Coast. The destruction was significant, killing 

thousands and destroying properties across several countries and states 

from wind damage to flooding. Similar to past disasters, Lions and LCIF 

quickly responded to provide immediate relief items and help families to 

get back on their feet. 

     Hurricane Gustav caused $20 billion in damage and caused great flood-

ing damage in Mississippi, Louisiana and Texas, areas previously hard hit 

by Hurricane Katrina in 2005. LCIF issued five Emergency grants to Lions 

districts in Mississippi and Louisiana, totaling $50,000 in relief funds. 

Grants totaling $15,000 were also awarded to Lions in the Dominican Re-

public and Mexico. 

     Hurricane Ike, the ninth hurricane of the summer, also hit the Gulf 

Coast of the U.S., making landfall in Texas and causing destruction along 

hundreds of miles of coastline. LCIF has issued five Emergency grants to 

districts in Texas and Louisiana, totaling $50,000 for immediate needs. 

     LCIF has responded to a number of recent natural disasters around the 

world. Since July 1, LCIF has issued $464,000 in Emergency grants. LCIF 

continues to be in touch with Lions in the affected areas to assess the situa-

tion and respond as needed. 

     Emergency grants and Major Catastrophe grants are funded through 

LCIFôs general humanitarian fund. Donations to support these disasters 

and future disasters can be made online at www.lcif.org/donate or by call-

ing 630-468-6774. Contact LCIF by e-mail at lcif@lionsclubs.org. 

     Thank you for your continued support and dedication to our Founda-

tion. As members, we all belong to LCI, but LCIF belongs to us.

Foundation Coordinator meetings were held in Blooming-

ton on August 3, 2008.  We were honored with the presence 

of Dr. Darryl Taylor who has been involved with ISV low 

vision screening since the beginning.  I for one was very 

grateful for his presentation.  This program is a little differ-

ent that Low Vision screening or Diabetic Retinopathy 

screening, these children and young adults are legally blind 

and, in most cases, have vision limited to less 20%.  Be-

cause of the nature of the screening only 6 screenings can 

be done in a day.  In addition to the screening that is per-

formed, each child leaves with $960 worth of equipment to 

make their lives a little easier.  You have all seen Van Stone 

at Candy Day Jamboree showing some of the magnifiers, 

glasses and the optilec that are provided.  I am able to report 

that on a program that averages between $150,000 and 

$180,000 yearly we only raise about $30,000 from clubs 

statewide.  The challenge I have set for myself this year is 

to have each club sponsor at least one child at a cost of 

$290.00.  ñSeeing is Believingò is the name given to this 

worthy endeavor.  Please assist me by spreading the word.  

I am in the process of contacting all District 1F Clubs.  I 

hope to visit as many as possible to share this and all our 

vision programs.

NOVEMBER IS DIABETES AWARENESS MONTH   

 

BIG IDEA: Get more sleep 

   Why it matters: You need sleep to recharge your body. 

Cutting your nightly rest short by even a couple of hours 

could impact your decision-making and work performance, 

increase your risk of high blood pressure and depression, or 

make you gain weight. And in a 2006 study published in the 

"Archives of Internal Medicine," researchers found that peo-

ple with type 2 diabetes who reported shortened periods of 

sleep or poor sleep quality had higher AICs than those who 

had a long, restful slumber. 

SMALL STEP: When life gets busy, sleep is often the first 

thing to go. Because gong to bed an hour earlier is brilliant in 

theory but hardly ever possible, try setting a super easy goal. 

Try going to bed one minute earlier than your normal bed-

time. Getting one extra minute of sleep may sound sully, but, 

Maurer says, "you want to make sure the step you take is so 

ridiculously small that your'e100 percent sure you can do it." 

If you can realistically alter your bedtime by say, five or 10 

minutes, go ahead. 

TRY THIS: This month, move your bedtime up by one min-

ute - or five, if you want. Next month, shift the time by an-

other minute or two, and repeat each month until you reach 

your goal.
