Did you Know? 
 

In 2008, the total number of structure fires 

decreased 35%, from 102 in 2007 to 66 in 

2008.  The largest number of structure fires 

in 2008, 36, occurred in residential 

properties, while 22 occurred in industrial 

properties.  In all, total fire related calls 

decreased 34% from 2007, from 178 to 

118. 

Cooking equipment is the leading cause of 

home fires and home injuries.  Smoking 

materials are the leading cause of home 

fire deaths.
