This single event raises over 

50% of the total operating cost for the 

Lions of Illinois Foundation and the 

thirteen service programs that assist 

visually and hearing impaired in Illinois.  

Ninety-five percent of all donations go to 

the Foundation.  Only five percent is 

administrative fees. Candy Day is the main 

fund-raising campaign of the Lions of 

Illinois Foundation.  This single event 

raises over 50% of the total operating cost 

for the Lions of Illinois Foundation and the 

thirteen service programs that assist 

visually and hearing impaired in Illinois. 

 

Lion Bill Butchart needs more volunteers 

for street corners and in front of stores.  

Lions are also being asked to help 

subsidize the cost of the candy.  A full case 

is $66 and $33 for a half case.

The following is an extract from the obituary 

on a steadfast Melvin Jones Lion. 

Gayle B. Bantner 

 

10/13/1922 - 09/27/2009 

Born in Assumption, Illinois 

He died peacefully at Alexian Brothers Medical Center, surrounded by his family. 

He was a Master Sergeant in the Army; a registered Pharmacist, 60 years; a charter 

member of the Elk Grove Village Lions Club, 50 years; Queen of the Rosary Men’s 

Club, Elk Grove Village Fire and Police Commission, 1963 to 2005; Elk Grove Plan 

Commission, 1964 to 1972; Elk Grove Board of Health, 1961 to 1963. 

Approximately 20 Lions were at the visitation where Lion Rich Keyworth performed a eulogy 

recognizing Lion Gayle’s contributions to the community and Lionism.
